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BASS LAKE

Bass Lake is located in the heart of a triangle, whese points are: Chicago—
Indianapolis—Fort Wayne. It is 695 feet above sea level and has fifteen
miles of shore line, with State and County highways encircling it completely.
U. S. Highway 35 skirts the south end of the lake.

The lake is spring fed and has a deep channel flowing from the ncrth to the
south end. It is unexcelled for bathing, having almost everywhere a gently
sloping, sandy beach. This lake has never been closed to bathers for reasons
of impurity or lack of safety. At BASS LAKE STATE PARK, cn the east
gsidg of the lake, the beach is =0 arranged as to accommodate everybody, from
the smallest tot to the most experienced swimmer. It has a lcng pier, a high
diving tower, and life guards are on duty from dawn to dusk throughout the
season. Refreshments, lunches and locker facilities are available in the
Beach House, The park is operated by the State.

At the scuth end of the lake is located the BASS LAKE PARK, which is pri-
vately cwned and operated. It has shady groves for picnics, a trailer park
and cabins, also restaurant, swimming and boating facilities.

The fishing for Blue-Gills, Crappies, Bass, and Wall-eyed Pike is excellent in
season, especially for those skilled in the art. At the north end is located
the BASS LAKE STATE FISH HATCHERY, which keeps the lake stocked,
ag well as supplying cther lakes and streams in the vicinity, and is known as
one of the finest fish hatcheries in the country.

There are many cottages at the lake dating back to the time, when families
left the city at the close of the school year and settled here for the entire
vacation period. New cottages have been added every year, until nicw there
in are the neighborhood of five hundred. Hotels, Resorts, Cabins and Tourigt
Homes are scattered around the lake, and are amply able to accommodate all,
who plan to stay here for a few weeks or days.

The settlement around the lake is unincorporated, but differs from most
lake settlements in that the owners and residents have for years maintained
the BASS LAKE PROPERTY OWNERS' ASSOCIATION, which functions
summer and winter for the welfare and improvement of the settlement.

The association furnishes year-round fire protection by maintaining an up
to date volunteer Fire Department, located at the lake and xn call day and
night. In addition to protecting the lake cottages, it also serves the farm
properties in the counties, in which the lake is situated.

Another activity of the associaticn, which is much appreciated, is the collec-
tion and disposal of garbage from the cottages of its members during the
height of the season in July and August. As well ag being a convenience, it
aims to keep the lake and surncunding properties clean and healthful,
